Lovely Liquors & Great Booze

Amarula
A creamy liqueur from South Africa. Elephants adore it. $7

Ron del Barrilito, small batch Puerto Rican Rum
Genuine small batch rum made for over 100 years by the Fernandez
family, this blend of 6-10 year barrel rums is restrained, yet tropical in

all the right ways! Smooth and mellow sipping paradise. $8

Trader Vic’s Macadamia Nut Liqueur
Luscious, buttery, yet still racy liqueur made from Hawaiian
macadamias, made by the Tiki grandfather, Trader Vic. $8

Trader Vic’s Hawaiian Kona Coffee Liqueur
The Tiki master uses only the best Kona coffee to
make this silky, dark & killer after dinner liqueur. $8

Clear Creek Distillery, Loganberry Liqueur (Oregon)
We love serving this as a shot with whipped cream! $8

D’Aristi Xtabentun Honey Liqueur
Yucatan honey liqueur made from the indigenous Mayan
xtabentun flower, with a delicious melding of anise flavor. $9

Licor 43 (Spain)
This infused & sweetened brandy, redolent of vanilla and an
exotic tableau of spices, is the perfect way to conclude a meal. $9

Fantinel, Grappa, Refosco
Delicious barrel aged grappa from Friuli, Italy. Smoky, layered. $9

Clear Creek Distillery, Marc de Gewurtztraminer (Oregon)
This beautiful firewater, so reminiscent of Alsatian
eau-de-vie, has a lovely perfumed aroma, a flourish

of sweetness, and a dreamy, warm-to-the-soul depth. $10

Sam Houston, Kentucky Straight Bourbon
Smooth, almost ethereal, but with enough of a bite
to be worthy of the Hero of Texas Independence. $10

Pierre Ferrand, Premier Cru Cognac (Champagne, France)
Begins delicately on the nose, but the vanilla and toffee
aromas hint at the plush powers of this classic cognac. $14

Bruichladdich, “The Waves,”
A madman distiller revived the traditions behind this important
Islay Scotch. “The Waves” incorporates peaty tinges of smoke
with the crashing seaside aromas of the Hebrides. Pure, feisty! $15

Glenmorangie, Scotch, Nectar D’Or
Divine 12 year single malt Scotch aged in old Sauternes barrels $17

McCarthy’s Scotch (Portland, Oregon)
The profound achievements of Clear Creek Distillery
always thrill us, but an American Scotch, made with
imported Scottish peat? Absolutely killer stuft. $17

Dessert Wines

Gianni Doglia, Moscato d’ Asti (Peimonte, Italy)
We adore this wonderful Moscato for its delirious joy in bubblies. A
750 ml bottle makes a terrific dessert partner. Please note that its low
5% alcohol means folks can drink this with reckless abandon. $30

Alois Kracher, Beerenauslese Cuvée 2006 (Austria)
Rich & racy, but not too sweet. Perfect with Sultan’s Nest. $10

Kiona, Late Harvest Riesling (Washington)
Luxurious, plush, and sweet enough to serve as dessert. $9

Quinto do Infantado, Tawny Port, NV (Douro, Portugal)
Made in a semi-dry style, so it has the versatility to
finish a meal with cheeses, fruits, or chocolate. $7

Morandé, “Late Harvest,” 2000 (Casablanca Valley, Chile)
This nectar from Sauvignon Blanc is transformed by botrytis.
Notes of caramel, burnt orange, apricots. Shhh, this is a steal! $8

Chateau de Caladroy, Muscat des Rivesaltes (France)
A very traditional French Catalonian lightly fortified white
dessert wine with ripe melon and apricot scents, a touch of peppery

spice, & sweetness and power in equal measures. A real treat! $8

Maestro Sierra, Pedro Ximenez (Andalucia, Spain)
A small family producer makes this opulent wine fit
for a king to sip and savor at the end of the meal. $8

Mas Amiel, Maury, “Cuvee Speciale 10 Ans d’Age”
Brilliant red dessert wine from Roussillon, built to age
without losing its vibrancy. Hailed as a perfect chocolate
pairing, and a wonderful cheese or fruit companion, too! $9

Rare Historic Wine Co., “New Orleans Madeira™
Made with the seldom grown Torrontez grapes, this Madeira has
a versatile style, with a demi-sec dry character that works for
cheeses and aperitifs as well as at the meal’s conclusion. $14

Grafico Zanetti, Picolit, 1994 (Friuli, Italy)
A rare dessert wine from a special grape, the Picolit, which sets tiny
bunches of small, luscious grapes in the Colli Orientali. Sip & savor. $14

1964 Colheita (Tawny) Port
A magnificent tawny Port, made in the classic wood aging style.
1964 was a legendary year for Vintage Port, and this Colheita
delivers the power of that year, tempered by 36 years in wooden
casks. The flavor is perfectly poised, with rich fruit-forward wine
married to the slowly oxidized character of great tawny port. $14

Guigal, “Luminescence,” 2003 (Condrieu, France)
This is truly one of those Nectars of the Gods! Viognier as
a dry wine carries hints of apricots & peaches. Now try to
imagine a concentrated dessert version, with an assist from

“the holy veil” of botrytis. Bliss should taste so fine! $17



Mujer en Fuego
Damiana is a curious Goddess liqueur, who steals the show
in this particular cocktail; with rum, Drambuie, & lime. $10

The Red King
Old French Absinthe with Grenadine, red

Dolin vermouth and angosturra bitters. $10

The Invisible Man
By the time you realize what’s in the glass, it’s too late to avoid
the lethal blow of The Invisible Man. Mongolian firewater, Clear

Creek’s aromatic Marc de Gewurtztraminer, & secret weapons! $12

The Oregon Bog
